The Public Artworks commissioned by
the Mandela Bay Development Agency
(MBDA), on behalf of the Nelson
Mandela Bay Municipality, with the
financial support of the NLDTF are
presented on the Donkin Reserve in
Port Elizabeth/ Nelson Mandela Bay. As
part of a larger vision by the MBDA to
roll out 67 public art interventions in the
inner city, the first set of works are
appearing on the Donkin Reserve. The
Workplace Consortium, the professional
consortium appointed to undertake the
environmental upgrade of the Reserve
as part of an Urban Renewal mandate
of the MBDA, and public art commis-
sioning agents, The Trinity Session, have
been working closely with the MBDA in
transforming this historically significant
site to attempt to create a tourism
product that focuses on the civic life of
Nelson Mandela and the history of the
city that bears his name.

The first phase of the Donkin Public Art
Program selected by a committee
followed by an open call for works is
completed and launched with a view
and commitment to extend the works
into the further development of the
Donkin in the next 12 months.
